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The Beck Group is Awarded Hunt Oil Building Design
(Dallas, TX):  The Beck Group, selected as the lead architect for the new Hunt Oil Company headquarters to be located in Dallas, is putting the finishing touches on the building design. The 400,000 square foot glass and stone building at 1900 Akard Street is going to be a high-performance building with sustainable design features that should enable it to become a LEED* accredited building.
“The new headquarters building is going to highlight Hunt Oil’s commitment to its employees and the surroundings,” says Hoyt Hammer, Beck’s Project Manager. “This will be the first LEED -accredited building in downtown Dallas. It is going to be a real showcase for Hunt Oil, Woodbine and the City of Dallas. It will also show how well a sustainable building is able to fit and perform in an urban setting.” 
Beck was selected by Woodbine Development and Hunt Oil after a competition involving four architectural firms. The four firms each submitted competition entries, which were reviewed by Hunt Oil and Woodbine for the final choice.
Hunt Oil is a privately held oil and gas company and has been in the downtown Dallas area since 1934. With the new location, just two blocks from the current corporate headquarters in Fountain Place, the company will be able to maintain its historic presence in downtown Dallas. It will also be able to contribute to the continuing development of the Dallas Arts District.

The project design team includes Gensler, a San Francisco-based architecture firm overseeing the interiors, and Austin Commercial, the general contractor. Woodbine Development, an independent real estate company partially owned by Hunt Consolidated, is overseeing the project development.
The Beck Group offers a full spectrum of professional services including development, planning, architecture, interior design and construction.
